Title: Descriptive Paragraph

Goals: Students will write a Descriptive Paragraph using WYNN.

Prerequisites: Students have an understanding of the components of a paragraph. Students have been trained to use WYNN 5.1
Objectives: Students will use a topic sentence, at least eight sentences of detail, and a concluding/clincher sentence to compose a descriptive paragraph.

Description: Teacher will provide list of possible topics to write on. 

Directions for Student: 

Choose one of the following topics to write a descriptive paragraph.
· Your Favorite Sport
· The House You Live In

· A Dream Vacation

· Your Favorite Pet

· Your Favorite Book, Song, or Movie

Before you begin to write your paragraph, using a microphone, dictate your thoughts on the topic you have chosen using the VoiceNote on the Pink Study Tools Toolbar. Now, open a new document on the Blue Toolbar, then go to the Yellow Toolbar. While in Write mode begin to write your paragraph. Remember to include a topic sentence, at least eight sentences of detail and a concluding sentence. If you would like, use the Word Prediction and Outline feature on this toolbar to aid in writing your paragraph.

Material Needed: Computer with WYNN 5.1, microphone for Voice Note, and this Lesson Plan.

Outcome: A Descriptive Paragraph Using WYNN

Teacher Evaluation of Lesson: Using WYNN, the seven students in this class were able to compose a descriptive paragraph including a topic sentence, sentences of detail and a concluding sentence.
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
